Mar ies’ Plants 
Residents of Hampton Lucy will 
have noticed that new plants have 
begun to appear around the village. 
These  form part of a collection of 
plants that was first introduced to 
England from China and Japan by 
Charles Maries, the famous plant 
hunter. The Village Enhancement 
Group (VEG) decided that they 
should be grown in Hampton Lucy 
because Charles was born there on 
18 December 1851. He was also 
baptised and educated in the village 
and the graves of his parents are in 
the churchyard of St Peter ad 
Vincula. Charles received the 
Victoria Medal of Honour in 1897 
and died in India in 1902.  KC

PARISH LETTER 

A Common Humanity? 
As I write, the papers are full of 
stories about US abuses of Iraqi 
prisoners, and similar pictures of 
alleged British maltreatment. 
Quite rightly, this has met with 
almost universal condemnation 
and disgust.  
 

There is no excuse for such 
behaviour, either under the 
Geneva Convention or simply 
because we believe in the value 
and dignity of each human 
being. And, we wonder, how 
could anyone, faced with 
another human being, inflict 
such pain or humiliation on 

them? We cannot imagine 
ourselves doing it and pray that, 
even under the pressures of war, 
we would be different. 
 

And yet every day our actions 
also contribute to the injustice, 
loss of dignity and oppression of 
others. Not obviously, of course. 
None of us, when face to face 
with another in need, would 
refuse medical help or a glass of 
clean water. None of us would 
knowingly exploit a destitute 
person in order to save a couple 
of pounds. And yet every time I 
fill my basket with bargain 
children©s clothes, or cheap 
exotic fruits from across the 
world, I run the risk of 
exploiting my brother or sister in 
anot her  p l ace.  M ay be 
unwittingly or maybe because 
we choose to turn a blind eye, 
our shopping choices often 
contribute to the poverty of the 
front-line producers. 
 

At the last Diocesan Synod, a 
Central  Ameri can cof fee 

producer explained how a Fair 
Trade agreement had transformed 
not only his life but the whole 
village by offering a decent price 
for the coffee he produced. Faced 
with him in the same room, no 
doubt all of us would have agreed 
to pay a fair price for our coffee. 
But  f aced wi th cheaper 
alternatives in the supermarket, 
the temptation is to be ‘careful’  
with our money and save a few 
pence. 
 

The challenge is to be ‘careful’  
with our money in a different 
way. To become informed about 
issues such as Fair Trade, 
globalisation, and exploitation of 
developing countries in order that 
we do not j oin, perhaps 
unknowingly, those who maintain 
unjust systems. 
 

We are horrified at some of the 
treatment of Iraqi prisoners. We 
should be equally horrified at the 
effects some of our consumer 
choices have on the lives of 
others.  SE

The guest 
speaker, Steve Patalong of the Warwickshire Rural Partnership gave an 
excellent presentation on “Parish Plans” . He stressed their value to the 
community as a means of safeguarding the future of villages. His talk created 
great interest. During the evening there were lively exchanges of points of 
view and suggestions as to the Parish Council’ s programme and commitments 
to the community in the forthcoming year. At the close of the meeting, 
Yvonne Brocklehurst announced her intention of retiring from the Parish 
Council after serving for almost ten years. Many thanks are due to her for the 
role she has played and her dedication to the village.   RM 

Upper  Avon Navigation 
Some may have seen the Midlands Today programme at 6.30pm on 12 May, 
when Mike Woodman (Hampton Lucy PC Chairman), Andrew Thompson 
(CLEAR Chairman) and John Bedington (operator of Charlecote Mill) met 
Joan Cummins to put the case against navigation on our river. The WCC 
received about 800 responses in their consultation exercise (see 
www.warwickshire.gov.uk) of which two thirds opposed navigation, yet the 
BBC initially put out a programme saying that the locals welcomed it! 
Hampton Lucy PC and WCC pointed out the BBC’s error, and so they then 
came and made this programme to put the record straight. On that same day 
the WCC Stratford Area Committee met and heard presentations from people 
and organisations for and against navigation, predominantly the latter. The 
councillors voted 8:1 (with 2 abstentions) to oppose the principle of extending 
the navigation from Stratford to Warwick or Leamington. This view is to be 
passed to the WCC Scrutiny committee which meets on 29-30 June. AS
