PARISH LETTER 

Caring Communities 
As I write this, we are in the midst 
of recovering from a burglary at 
the Vicarage. Unfortunately, there 
is nothing particularly unusual 
about that. Plenty of people are 
burgled every day, and it’ s 
happened to us before too. But 
what has been different this time 
for us has been the response of the 
church and village communities. 

I have been asked by the whole 
family, children included, to say 
thank you for the support and care 
of so many people. From wine 
and chocolate to prayers and 
phone calls, we have been 

touched by your concern and 
once again have felt the warmth 
of the communities here. 

It’s certainly different in villages 
than towns! When we were 
broken i nto bef ore, i n 
Southampton, the church 
community rallied round but the 
wider community did not exist 
in the same way.  

It seems the distinction between 
church and community is much 
‘ fuzzier’  in villages than towns. 
There is a sense in which the 
whole village often feels it 
‘owns’  the church in a way 
which doesn’ t happen in urban 
settings. 

That is certainly very much the 
case in Charlecote. The harvest 
weekend saw the church 
congregation host a harvest 
supper with a difference. For 
once we weren’ t fundraising, but 
were simply saying ‘ thank you’  
to the whole village for its 
support in raising funds for the 
spire. The weekend was rounded 

off wi th a special  harvest 
thanksgiving service with the 
Festival Singers. 

For Charlecote Church, the sense 
of being there for everyone is very 
strong. The services on special 
occasi ons,  l i k e harv est , 
Remembrance and Christmas, are 
always designed with visitors and 
occasional worshippers in mind. 

The contribution of the Festival 
Singers over the past couple of 
years has meant that services like 
this are very special, in a very 
special setting. Combined with the 
ministry of the church to the many 
tourists who visit, Charlecote 
hopes to serve the wider 
community in whatever way it 
can.  

We’d love to see you, whether for 
a special service or simply 
because you want to see what it’s 
like inside the building. And we 
always welcome suggestions and 
comments on what vil lagers 
would like – the Vicarage letter 
box is always open!

Car Boot Sales 
Although car boot sales can be great 
places to pick up a bargain, consumers 
need to be vigilant! Some used items 
may have lost their safety instructions 
and warnings, whilst wear and tear may 
also have affected their safety. Electrical 
products, especially, may have old 
wiring and damaged plugs that could be 
potential fire hazards. Car boot sales can 
also be ideal venues for disposing of 
counterfeit goods. Remember, buying 
from a private seller is not like buying 
from a trader. If you buy from a trader 
you have more rights and if there is a 
problem you can return to the shop to 
sort it out. But, if you buy from a private 
seller, the only requirement is that the 
goods are described correctly. For advice
