An Exceptional Marriage?

News of the engagement of Prince
Charles and Camilla Parker Bowles
broke as The Grapevine was going
to press. As you will no doubt be
aware, the couple are to be married
in acivil ceremony and Archbishop
Rowan is to conduct a service of
prayer and dedication afterwards.
There will inevitably be strong
feelings amongst people both in and
outside of the church as to the
wisdom and acceptability of the
marriage, but this may also be an
appropriate time to reflect on and
clarify the Church of England's
views on remarriage after divorce.

At the heat of the Church's
teaching isthat marriage isintended

to be alifelong commitment. This
offers security and acceptance and
enables both partners to grow
fully into the people God intends
them to be. However, the Church
also recognises that, sadly, some
marriages do fail and when this
happens its priority must be to
cae for al involved. In
exceptional circumstances,
therefore, a divorced person may
remarry in church in the lifetime
of aformer spouse.

Some clergy, for reasons of
conscience, will not allow such
marriages to take place in church.
In the three parishes here, | am
willing to consider marriage in
church after divorce, but it is
worth stressing that this is in
exceptional circumstances and not
as a matter of routine. There are
very helpful guidelines from the
House of Bishops which | follow
when exploring with a couple
whether such a service is
appropriate. You can find these on
the Church of England’s web-site
a (www.cofe.anglican.org).

My primary concernin all casesis

that of pastoral care. Forgiveness
and new starts are at the centre of
the Christian faith, but this needs to
be balanced with our understanding
of marriage as permanent. If a
couple approach me wanting to
discuss getting married after
divorce, | will spend some time
with them taking through the
issues. This gives us a chance to get
to know each other, but importantly
also to make sure that any pastoral
or practical issues from the first
marriage have been dealt with. |
particularly want to make sure that
the welfare of any children has
been considered.

It may be that you want to explore
the issues surrounding remarriage
further. Do get in touch with me if
you are interested in finding out
more about my feelings and
understanding.

In the meantime, | hope we can all
join together to pray for the Prince
of Wales and Mrs Parker Bowles as
they approach their wedding day.
