News from the Cathedral 
The longer I live in the diocese of Coventry, the more thrilled I am to belong to it and through the Cathedral Liaison 
Officers’  meeting, to hear of the wonderful work that is going on. We heard from the Rev. John Hall – Diocesan 
Director for Social Responsibility. His remit is responsibility for the poor and oppressed, making poverty history, locally 
and world wide. The Forum for Social Responsibility is formed of a dozen people who reflect the diocese and have a 
definite role to contribute. The Forum works for trade justice and debt removal. The target is to remove £300 billion of 
debt. Their inspirational verses come from Luke 4:16-24. They asked, “Why should we care about others”? Because, 
Jesus came to bring good news for the poor, liberty for the oppressed and release for the captives. Their projects in the 
city include, providing a place for destitute people to stay, nappies for the needy, and food for the hungry. Their new 
project is called ‘Doli’ . Supporting victims of forced marriages; also creating links across cultural divides, bringing 
young people of different faiths together and finding out what they can celebrate about their faiths. Great news!  AB
