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This plant is Viburnum plicatum ‘Mariesii’ and it was introduced to
England by Charles Maries in 1879. Charles was born in Hampton
Lucy and the Village Enhancement Group has planted a number of his
introductions to commemor ate his association with the village.

| wake to the sound of voices on the
radio in the morning. In the hustle
and bustle of family life and work,
often the only opportunity for silence
isin the car. So | fill it by putting
some music on. When | cook, thereis
aradio on in the kitchen and if | ever
clean the house, there are three more
dotted around to listen to as | wak
from room to room.

It's not so much that | don't have
time for silence, rather that |
actively avoid it.

So it was with some trepidation that
| found myself on a clergy retreat
facing 24 hours with periods of
silent reflection punctuated by
prayers together.

In common with most people, | find
it hard to stop and reflect on life, on
God, on myself. We livein aworld
encased in noise. Televisions
remain on, shops play music, and
even when we go for a walk some
of us are plugged into our iPods.
We have become unaccustomed to
silence, and when we are faced with
it, it can be a daunting prospect.

But silence and reflection are
powerful tools, particularly if we
use them to alow God to get a
word in edgeways in our busy lives.
The latest ‘reality TV’ show to hit

our screens is ‘The Monastery’,
where five young men join Worth
Abbey community for 40 days and
nights. The silence, coupled with the
rhythm of prayer and reflection, has a
profound impact on their lives. A
retreat with local clergy was quite as
dramatic for me, but the space to stop
and reflect certainly alows God to
meet with us, to heal us and to
challenge us.

Taking 40 days out to join a
monastery is something most of us
could not manage, even if we wanted
to. But it is possible to build in times
of slence and reflection without
atering things too much. I could turn
the radio off more!

God is often to be found in the
silence, with his ‘still small voice of
cadm’. He bids us to ‘be still and
know that heis God'.

Director of Chrigtian Aid, the Revd Dr. Michad Taylor.
Dr. Williams noted that, as Christians, we are committed

to building a world where trust and mutual exchange
seems natural. That is what Christian Aid is struggling to
do as an agency of the churches and we must do what we
can to encourage them in this task. He ended by saying
that he prayed for Christian Aid to continue to prod,
encourage and inspire al the churches to work for a
world overflowing in expressions of thanks to God. Our
hope is the glory of a new creation, built on justice for
al, characterised by a grateful longing to share, and to
give to othersthe freedom to give.

The burden of what we heard in Coventry Cathedral was
that we do not listen to the poor when trying to help
them. We think we know best! Releasing debt is fine -
but our economic principles result in the poor being
exploited. The Book of Revelation shows a vision of the
powerless poor being rewarded - a new heaven and a new
earth where pain and poverty are no more. Christian Aid
supports around 600 organisations worldwide,
strengthening people to find their own solutions to the
problems they face. It works wherever the need is
greatest, irrespective of race or religion. Its purpose isto
expose the scandal of poverty and to contribute to its
eradication.

To quote a Chrigtian Aid dogan, “We believe in life
before death”, and we think that life is for living, not
merely surviving. We want to see a world that offers
everyone a chance to live life to the full. We won't settle
for anything less.
