PARISH LETTER 

The Remembering 
Season 

I love autumn. I love watching the 
colours change, the nights 
drawing in and the beauty of a 
misty autumn morning when the 
sunlight is golden. I love watching 
children collect shiny conkers and 
then debate the best way to 
prepare them for the inevitable 
conker fight. Autumn is my 
favourite season. 

But for many of us, autumn is a 
dark season, heavy with 
memories. As our annual 
Remembrance Sunday services 
approach, some of us have long-

standing memories of comrades 
killed or of our own experiences 
of battle. This year, as conflict 
continues in Iraq and we have 
celebrated the end of World War 
II, we have particular reason to 
remember. 

For others of us, memories of 
lost loved ones are more recent 
and grief still raw. Some of us 
are facing winter without 
someone dear for the first time, 
and the darkness of the season 
echoes the darkness we feel 
inside. 

There are two special 
opportunities coming up in 
church which offer us the space 
to reflect and remember. On 
Sunday, 13 November, we have 
the usual Remembrance Day 
services, one in each church, 
when we can give thanks for the 
sacrifice of so many and pray for 
the peace of the world. 

And on Sunday, 6 November, 
Loxley will be holding the 

annual All Saints’  service at 6pm. 
This quiet service allows us to 
give thanks for the lives of those 
we have known and who were 
special to us. There is an 
opportunity to light a candle in the 
peace of the church. Some people 
like to remember someone who 
died some time ago and to give 
thanks once again for their love. 
For others, the candle represents a 
more recent bereavement and a 
way to express in a symbol that 
loss which is beyond words. 

In this season of remembering, 
these are just two ways the church 
hopes to serve the villages and to 
provide both an oasis of quiet and 
an opportunity for God to 
continue his healing. Everyone is 
most welcome at both services, to 
use the music and the symbols in 
whatever way is most helpful to 
you. 

May God bless you this autumn.

Travelling crib: an advent 
journey 

The idea of taking the holy family 
from home to home during the 
period of advent is common in the 

Czech republic and in the 
Philippines. This year we are going 
to introduce the idea to Hampton 
Lucy. There will be a list available 
for people to sign if they would like 
to ‘house’  the Holy Family for a 
night. On Advent Sunday, 27 
November, the first family receives 
the crib and takes it home. The 
following day, the hosts become the 
travellers and at a convenient time 
take the crib to its next home. This 
continues from family to family 
throughout advent, with candles 
being lit in each place. It’ s a 
wonderful opportunity to journey 
towards Christmas, and to get to 
know one or two others in the parish, 
possibly sharing a cup of tea (or glass 
of wine!) together. It’ s open to 
anyone, so watch out for the list – I 
suspect it will fill up very quickly.
