values reflect the love of God is
a wonderful experience, and
something which gives them a
solid basis for the future.

What is harder is to hold onto

Maybe we've learnt not to kick a
well-aimed football at that person
who annoys us, but we certainly
still fed the same frustrations in
daily life as we seek to rub along
together.

Our schools are  seeking,
alongside the churches, to model
the acceptance and love which we
al have in Christ. Sometimes we
have alot to learn from our young
people in their struggles. And
sometimes a visit to Loxley or
Hampton Lucy School can be a
great healing process too.

Our continued prayers are with
both communities as they
continue their journeys.
