News from the Cathedral 
Canon Justin Welby, now Sub-Dean of Coventry Cathedral, 
opened the most recent meeting of the Cathedral Liaison 
Officers with prayer. His news was that there is a new 
Musical Director, Kerry Beaumont, who has encouraged lots 
of new choristers and brought exciting inspiration to her 
work. In the Anglican Communion there was a second 
consultation re: the future of Anglicanism. Eleven Primates 
from around the world attended for three days, with Bishop 
Colin as Chaplain. The Primate of Pakistan talked about the 
risk to his family in his absence, and how 4 million people 
had been killed in wars. They talked about the importance of 
the work of ‘ reconciliation’ , meeting community leaders and 
discussing issues. There are 125 Centres in 28 countries but 
there is a need to re-launch the Community of the Cross of 
Nails in this country. 
The number of employed staff at the cathedral had to be 
drastically cut from 44 to 22 as finances are constrained on 
account of spending £¾ million on new roofing and £60,000 
on repairs to the ruins. Two new residential non-stipendiary 
Canons have been installed. Yvonne Richmonds as Canon 
for mission and Mark Bryant, as Canon to strengthen links 
with the diocese.   AB - CLO
