PARISH LETTER 

Lent 
My waistline has increased again! 
I am certain of it. I think ‘sell-by’ 
and ‘consume-by’ dates are to 
blame. They impose an urgency 
and, in the New Year, prompted 
me to resolve to cut out chocolate. 
Well at least for a while (I 
convinced myself that I don’t 
have the same problem with 
alcohol it has a minimum shelf 
life of 12 months). 

That New Year resolution, like 
previous ones, is fading fast. It’s 
a stark irony of the Western 
calendar that the odometer turns 
over smack in the middle of 
winter - the one time of the year 
when most people can’t rouse 
themselves to tidy their gardens, 
much less make an ambitious, 
life-changing, behavioural U-
turn. On the other hand perhaps, 
as it is a time when we have less 
physical energy, we may have 
more time to reflect on what we 
need to achieve in the coming 
year.
