PARISH LETTER 

Spring 

Spring is almost here – 
“lente” if you prefer it. The season 
of Lent gets its name from this 
Old English word for spring. It is 
the time of preparation for the 
great spring festival of Easter 
when the new life of resurrection 
echoes in all the new life of 

nature, giving rise to the 
traditional symbols associated 
with Easter, especially that of 
eggs. 

 

 Lent itself used to be kept 
very strictly, with only one meal 
a day, and that a simple one, 
eaten in the evening with no 
meat, fish, eggs or milk products 
(if you like words there is a 
smart ecclesiastical word for the 
latter – “lactantia”). In the early 
days of Christianity the length of 
the fast varied considerably in 
different churches in different 
parts of the Roman Empire, but 
eventually it settled down to 
forty days, following the pattern 
of Jesus’ fast in the wilderness. 

 And what was the purpose 
of all this fasting?  Quite simply, 
it was to prepare for Easter. The 
idea was, and is, that if you 
discipline your body you will be 
better able to discipline and 
control your mind and your 
thought and your attitudes. 

 
 “Rend your hearts and not 

your garments” said the prophet 
Joel. Our hearts are at the heart of 
Lent; we spend the forty days of 
Lent on training our hearts to turn 
outwards, to be more generous, 
more loving, more sympathetic.  

 
 This “new” heart is the 

Easter offering we bring to God 
on Easter Day.    SL 

Mothers Day, Sunday 18 March  

(aka Mothering Sunday) 

John Corke would always start his sermon by 
reminding us that Mothering Sunday was an old form 
of census. (This sermon being as famous as Geoffrey 
Eddy’s one on Christmas Day about a blue scooter.) 
In olden times, the story goes, churchgoers would 
worship at their nearest parish or "daughter church". 
It was considered important for people to return to 
their home or "mother" church at least once a year to 
be counted. This took place each year in the middle 
of Lent. Many historians think that it was this return 
to the "Mother" church which led to the tradition of 
children, particularly those working as domestic 
servants, or as apprentices, being given the day off to 
visit their mother and family. They often took a 
simnel cake as a present. Simnel cake is especially 
associated with Mothering Sunday. It is a fruitcake 
with two layers of almond paste. On top there are 
eleven balls of marzipan, one for each faithful 
disciple. This special day has now become a time 
when people give thanks to their mothers. So, join 
Bob at 10am on Sunday, 18 March in Hampton Lucy 
church for a family service to remember our mothers 
and to say a quiet thank you.   CR

Our Natural Connections  
The Warwickshire Wildlife Trust has recently 
been awarded a Natural Connections project 
planning grant from the Heritage Lottery Fund.
