PARISH LETTER 

Caring for Each Other 

After a glorious Easter 
weekend, when the sky seemed to 
be permanently blue, and the sun 
shone for most of the time, we 
must now come down to earth, 
hopefully with not too much of a 
bump! There were a number of 
services at our three churches of 
Hampton Lucy, Charlecote and 

Loxley over the Easter weekend 
and we experienced solemn 
worship as well as beautiful 
music, glorious flowers and the 
meeting together of friends.  

As we meditated on the cross, 
in a sense sharing with Jesus in 
His sufferings, the theme of His 
care and concern for His mother 
as well as for the repentant thief 
was particularly evident. This 
highlights the principle of caring 
for others in a way that perhaps 
nothing else does. Caring for 
each other is a basic principle of 
creation, and without this mutual 
caring, life does not function in 
the way it was designed to do. A 
common thread runs through all 
of life - we do not exist alone. 

Our world rushes by and we 

seem to get increasingly busy. But 
are we really achieving any more 
by engaging in this frantic merry-
go-round? The trouble seems to 
be that there are so many people 
who get left behind in the race. 
Charitable bodies multiply in an 
attempt to meet this need, and yet 
the gap between rich and poor 
only gets wider. 

We would therefore like to 
draw attention to the work of 
Christian Aid, which our churches 
have regularly supported for so 
many years now. As you will see 
below, the need is greater than 
ever. Supporting Christian Aid is 
one of the ways in which we can 
exercise our care and concern for 
others so much less fortunate than 
ourselves.

Christian Aid Week 
13-19 May 

Jesus Antonio Echevarria, usually 
known as Chus, is 15 and lives with 
his sister Dominica and her husband 
in an area of El Salvador which is 
very prone to earthquakes and 
flooding. Chus's father died when he 
was a baby and he shares a hut with 
his brother and the family's livestock 
which was battered by Hurricane 
Stan in 2005. Chus and his brother-
in-law are crab fishers. Their average 
daily earnings as a family are £1.70. 
On a bad day they can earn as little as 
70p. Even so, Chus likes to get 
involved with his community in a 
practical way, and has worked on the 
local river bank with Christian Aid 
partner Aprodehni. A gift of just £6 
would enable Aprodehni to clean a 
well after a flood.  

However, your support will give 
so much more than this. You will 
also be paying for the education and 
training of the local community - 
people who can make an immediate 
difference, particularly young people 
like Chus. The tax recovered from 

declarations on Gift Aid Forms 
attached to donations produces an 
average benefit to Christian Aid of 
around one million pounds each 
year and so is to be strongly 
encouraged.  

Charlecote and Loxley will be 
doing house-to-house collections 
this year, while Hampton Lucy is 
hosting a simple, homemade lunch 
in the Village Hall on Saturday, 19 
May. Please support Christian Aid 
in all three villages as generously as 
you can and show your care and 
concern for those so much less well 
off than we are! Donations made in 
Christian Aid Week change lives. 
In El Salvador, £5 could pay for the 
monthly tuition costs of a young 
person like Chus.

St Leonard’s Church, Charlecote 
2007 and Beyond 

In  spite  of  the  successful  completion  of  the  major 
renovation work on the spire and west  window, St. 
Leonard’s Church still  faces an uncertain future and 
repairs to the fabric of the church are still needed.  All 
Friends  of  Charlecote  Church  still  have  much  to 
accomplish. The most urgent tasks are: re-lead the valley 
gutter between the Chancel and the North Chapel; re-
configure the parapet and copings; repair ceiling boards 
in organ loft; other high level immediate repairs; repairs 
to windows; and provide a disabled access path to the 
main door.  These are estimated to cost around £50,000. 
In addition, within a relatively short period of time, re-
slating of parts of the roof will become urgent at an 
estimated cost of £125,000.  Normal church expenditure 
(running costs just to keep the church open) amounts to 
some £8,500 per annum.  To cover these costs and 
maintain St. Leonard’s for the benefit of parishioners and 
visitors, we need your continued support.
