PARISH LETTER month, let's spare a thought for 
all our young folk who are 
feeling the stress. Some sail 
through with little visible effort, 
but for many it's a hard time: 
above all they need 
encouragement. 

As it happens, June has the 
Day of the very Saint for the 
job! No, not St Peter - I know 
there's his Day too on 29 June, 
the Hampton Lucy Parish 
Church's ‘Patronal Festival’, 
with the Fete on Saturday, 30 
June (a welcome break from the 
exams!). But there's also 11 
June, St Barnabas’ Day. That 
commemorates Joseph, whom 
the Apostles nicknamed 
Barnabas, meaning ‘Son of 
Encouragement’; ‘Encourager’.

Later, in Antioch, when some 
Christians began to offer the new 
faith to non-Jewish people, 
Barnabas encouraged them, and 
brought Paul in to help. Then he 
and his nephew John Mark were 
Paul's companions on his first 
missionary journey to Cyprus and 
Asia Minor; but Mark left them 
half-way, so next time Paul 
wouldn't take him. Uncle Joseph 
Barnabas was the one to 
encourage the youth and give him 
another chance.
