Dear Friends, 
I am writing this just a few days before Barack 
Obama is inaugurated as President of the United 
States of America. What a job! Sooner him than 
me. There seems to be a great deal of excitement 
and hope surrounding his appointment. It is an 
opportunity for a new beginning for the people 
there and, because of the power of America as a 
nation, for the wider world. I have to confess that I 
worry whether he will be able to live up to all the 
expectation.

Charlecote Parish Meeting  
At the Parish Meeting, held on 25 November, WCC Richard Elbourne presented proposals for the Charlecote 30mph 
speed limit scheme, which should be funded in the current budget year and completed sometime in 2009. The 
proposals are not yet finalised and will be subject to several review/approval stages, including a letter drop to the whole 
village asking for comments. Included in the scheme will be some minor improvements to the junction by ‘The 
Pheasant’  to improve visibility and safety. The main item for discussion was a proposal to create a mini-roundabout at 
the junction of Hampton Lucy Lane. This appears to be the only practical means of slowing traffic, particularly from 
the Thelsford direction. It could be achieved without street lighting, but would require additional signage. A majority 
of the meeting was in favour, but views of residents in the immediate locale will be sought. The Parish Precept was 
agreed at the same level as this year, again allocating the majority of it to village hall funds for further refurbishment 
work. The next meeting and AGM will be on Tuesday, 19 May.                                                                              JK

PS     Memories of Old Pasture Farm,  Hampton Lucy 
Hello to all in Hampton Lucy. How pleased I was to stumble on your web site. My 
brother Roger, sister Mary, and I lived at Old Pastures Farm (and I could tell some 
stories about that place!) My father, Joe Hitchman, was stock man for Mr J. H. Gray, 
and Connie, my mother, worked at The Charlecote Pheasant. I really enjoyed growing 
up in the village. I sang in the church choir, even made ‘head boy’, and went on to 
Kineton High. We used to climb over the side of the old bridge and traverse it 
underneath, playing ‘tig’ in the arches which still bear my initials. We would also often 
paddle across to the island, which we called ‘The Mount’, to build dens. There were 
well worn tracks all around there in those days but I don’t see them now on my trips to 
the village. We watched  the red squirrels play in Charlecote Park, fished for pike by 
Nobby Bridge, and watched biplanes fly from Wellesbourne Aerodrome. Of course 
there was a village shop then. The deep snow and frosts of 1962/3 were something 
very special as a child. I remember the fun of it all, but can’t recall feeling cold. I 
could go on for ever!!
