Dear Friends 
This month we keep the most important week of the 
Church Year, the eight days from Palm Sunday 
(this year the 5th) to Easter Day (12th).  For the rest 
of the month and into May we shall be celebrating 
Easter for 50 days right up to the Feast of Pentecost, 
when we celebrate and give thanks for God’s Holy 
Spirit!   
 
At the heart of our Easter celebrations is, of course, 
the resurrection of Jesus from the dead, following 
his crucifixion, death and burial.  This was the 
event that leads Christians to believe in the 
existence of heaven and of life after death or eternal 
life. It is this that makes Christianity a 
fundamentally hopeful or optimistic religion. 
 
However, it can be very hard for us to imagine what 
life after death will be like and the reality of 
someone we have loved dying and having ‘gone’ 
may make it hard to believe that they can be 
‘raised’.  This is not a new problem.  Saint Paul 
experienced it in about AD 50 with the Christians at 

Corinth. Some of them seem to have questioned 
how people were raised from the dead and what 
kind of body they will have.  Paul is wise enough 
not even to try to answer the question directly.  
Instead, in I Corinthians I5, he offers an image.  
Think of it, he says, like a seed.  In order for a seed 
to grow you have to bury it in the ground like a 
dead thing.  And when you do that it doesn’t grow 
to be a huge seed; instead it grows into something 
much more complex and amazing.  It may be wheat 
or some other cereal or it could be a beautiful 
flower.   
 
Either way it is quite different from the original 
seed.  What eternal life will be like is up to God.  
We just have to trust that it will happen and live our 
lives now in the light of that hope.  HAPPY Easter!
