Secondly, the idea that when someone is baptised, at whagevehay become a full member of the
church.

Putting these two together makes a strong case for ¢laetidt following a short course of instruction any
baptised child should be welcome at the Lord’s table to share fulliyei fellowship of the local church.
Through that participation, they will be nourished by receiving Hadynmunion and their faith can grow
and become stronger. What then of confirmation? For children, Cotibrmean then cease to be| a
‘passport’ to receiving Communion and be restored to its role as antwppofor people to make their own
profession of Christian faith when they are ready to. For adudes remain something which people can
explore — without commitment — in a discussion group with other interestelts.
