Street lighting in Hampton Lucy 
On several occasions in recent years, the Parish Council 
has discussed the possibility of switching off the village 
street lamps late at night.

Dear Friends 
 
Some of you will be aware of this news by now but I was 
delighted to be able to announce to the six Church 
congregations recently that another Priest has been 
appointed to work with us across our six villages as our 
Associate Minister. Her name is Reverend Cathy Davies 
and in September she will be moving into the house which 
the Diocese recently purchased in Barford. The Bishop of 
Warwick’s diary permitting, she will be licensed in 
Hampton Lucy in about the third week of that month. 
 
Cathy is married with two teenage daughters. She works 
for two days a week at Alcester Grammar School and will 
continue to do so. Like Revd Alan Wheale, she will work 
on Sundays and two other days of the week in our 
parishes. She will no doubt write something in The 
Grapevine to introduce herself in the autumn so I won’t 
add any more about her now. 
 
Her arrival will mean that we will have the level of clergy 
‘staffing’ which we should have for the six villages and it 
will give us a better chance to think about how the Church 
should work in the 21st century. What I mean by that is 

that in the last few decades a great deal more emphasis has 
been put on the idea of the Church being all the ‘people of 
God’, clergy and congregation members together. Even 
when we have one and a half ‘Vicars’ we shall still need to 
think about the ways in which other people can be involved 
in the life, ministry and mission of the Church. Many 
people have become used to Readers – lay people trained 
and licensed to preach and lead worship. However, there 
are many other roles which can be and are taken by other 
people: leading study groups, managing the administration 
for weddings or baptisms, etc. If we are to make the best 
use of all the skills and gifts of all the Church members we 
shall have to give careful thought to all the ways in which 
people may live out their faith and the tasks they could 
undertake. I hope very much that Cathy’s arrival will give 
us the extra resources to make the time to do that, for I 
believe it will be a vital step in building up the life of the 
Church across our six villages.
