The Parish Letter 
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Coventry Cathedral 
2010 marks the Golden Jubilee of St Michael’s Cathedral, Coventry. To celebrate this landmark, several projects are underway 
including an upgrade of the nave with improvements to sound, lighting, multimedia display and disabled access. A recent 
service, entitled ‘Light in our Darkness’, showed off the excellent new sound and lighting systems, highlighting different areas 
to great effect. Planning ahead, 2012 will be the year of celebration of the Queen’s ‘Diamond Anniversary of Accession’, when 
it is hoped that the Queen will visit the Cathedral. The Dean reported that the Cathedral had incurred a deficit of £200,000 over 
the past 2 years, not only due to routine costs, but also roof repairs, and rewiring. After much careful thought, the decision had 
been taken to ask for an admission fee in line with other cathedrals. Donations of £4.50 will be requested, with free entry for 
Carers and a special rate for families. There will be no charge on Sundays. A video recounting the history of the Cathedral will 
be prepared. There will be an exhibition in St Michael’s Treasury and refreshment facilities will be provided. A season ticket 
will cost £15.00 and photography will attract a charge of £1. Finally, a special exhibition entitled ‘In The Name of Love’, 
featuring Martin Luther King Jr. and the Civil Rights Movement, opens on Monday, 18 January, and continues until Saturday, 
27 February.
