ML 

 



the nearest thing he could imagine, a horse. The result is a 

camel with appropriately long legs, but like those of a horse 

that had been stretched. The camel has cloven hooves but 
they are hard, not the soft, squelchy pads that a camel needs 

in the desert. The neck is long and extended but broad, like 

a horse‟s, and the ears are not the compact, curved ears of a 

camel, filled with hair to keep out the sand, but resemble 
those of a donkey. To top it all (literally), the head is also 

that of a horse, but with a toupée of dense curly hair. Notice 

how the camel in the foreground is very excited, throwing 
up its head at the sight of the baby, while the groom holds 

onto the lead rein to restrain it. 
 

It doesn‟t spoil the painting at all, but it made me think of 

Giotto, and of us, and of how hard it is, in the everyday 
lives that we lead, to imagine something that is really 

different and completely new. As I write this in January, 

and you read it in February, we are still at the start of a new  
year and, when we look out, it can be hard to imagine 

something completely new happening or opening up, 

especially so the more years we have lived. Will the next 

year be a repeat of past years?  
 

But the hope, brought by the baby at the centre of the 

painting, is that God is with us and that, with Him, there is...  

ñnew life in every moment, waiting eagerly to be

The scheme is a door-to-door service, aimed at 

those who have a genuine need for local transport, cannot access public transport because of mobility problems or other 
issues, or live in an isolated location with no other form of transport available to them. Registration is free by completing a 

simple form. Additional information will then be sent about how to book a journey. Where possible, please book three 

working days in advance, although we may occasionally be able to meet your request at short notice. All the Community 

Links vehicles have disability access. There is a single charge of £1.30 for a single journey, £2.60 for a return journey. If 

you are a carer, travelling with the person you care for, you can travel free of charge. For more information, contact the 

Community Links team on 01789 264491, or visit: http://www.stratford.gov.uk/ and click on Community Links. 

Hampton Lucy School Parking 

Recently, the school has fielded a number of concerns, and at 
times complaints, regarding on-street parking and the 

resulting congestion in the village during drop-off and 

collection times. 

This issue has been taken seriously and several options have 
been looked at in conjunction with the Parish Council and the 

Local Authority. Warwickshire County Council proposed the 

provision of off-street parking for staff within the school 
grounds, thus freeing up more on-street parking. On 

investigation, it was found that this would entail a high cost 

for a maximum of only six cars and would also create 

significant extra traffic movement in the restricted area 
between the school and the church. It would also have a 

limited impact on the overall problem. As a school 

community, we are left with no option but to continue to 
impress upon parents and carers the need for consideration 

and respect for village residents and their properties when 

parking. This message will continue to be conveyed via the 

school newsletter, daily assembly and parent mail. Although 
we have endeavoured to ease this problem, unfortunately we 

have yet to find the magic solution.                                     MH
